and realising the governance that supports the inhabitants. The most effective seems systematic
prevention of organisational accidents that lead to the government defaults on all levels. It is
necessary to stop talking and to work with goal “security and sustainable development of humans”.

Pro feseni vSech
problému je nezbytné zajistit: kvalifikované udaje o pohromach, ohrozenich a rizicich v dynamicky
proménném svete, tj. systematické budovani znalostni zakladny, systematické budovani materialové
a technické zakladny; kvalifikované fidici a inZenyrské postupy; a realizaci spravy, ktera podporuje
obyvatele. Nejucinnégjsi se zda byt systematicka prevence organizacnich havarii, které vedou

k selhani fizeni a spravy entit na v§ech trovnich. Je nezbytné ptestal mluvit a koneéné pracovat s
cilem "bezpeci a udrzitelny rozvoj lidi".
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
